Community Foundation of South Lake Scholarship
The Community Foundation of South Lake Scholarship awards are made possible by revenue generated at the annual Pig on the Pond event. Through the extraordinary efforts of the Pig on the Pond Inc., we are currently able to offer scholarships to students who have resided in South Lake County for at least one year, regardless of where they attend high school. 
Upon completion of the first year, scholarship recipients may apply for a second year renewal.  Both the value and number of scholarships will be determined by the Foundation’s Board of Directors. If you are applying for the CFSL Scholarship, please check off the items to ensure eligibility. 
· This scholarship may be used at any accredited vocational-technical school, community college, 4-year college or university.
· The applicant must have a weighted GPA of 3.0 or above and a demonstrated need for financial assistance.

· Eligibility for this scholarship is based upon residency and not the high school of record.  In other words, high school seniors who are full time residents of South Lake County (i.e. the South Lake hospital tax district) may apply, regardless of where they attend high school.
· Using the form provided, the applicant must have two recommendations from their teachers at their current high school. Recommendations may not be submitted by family members.
· It shall be understood, that any scholarship checks will be forwarded directly to the institution of learning selected by the recipient.

South Lake Chamber of Commerce Scholarship
Up to four $1,000 scholarships may be awarded each year. If you are applying for the South Lake Chamber of Commerce Scholarship, please check off the items to ensure you eligibility.
· The applicant must have been a student at one of the South Lake Community Public High Schools or Montverde Academy for at least a full school year and a resident of one of the following communities:  Clermont, Groveland, Mascotte, Montverde, Minneola, Stuckey, Ferndale and unincorporated South Lake County.  

· The applicant will attend Lake Sumter Community College for two years.

· The applicant must have a weighted GPA of 3.0 or above and a demonstrated need for financial assistance.

Kiwanis Club of South Lake Scholarship
The Kiwanis Club of South Lake will be awarding scholarships to deserving high school seniors in South Lake County.

Howard Stockton Scholarship Fund

Howard Stockton was a teacher, administrator, founder, executive director, leader, and outstanding citizen.  Mr. Stockton’s life was devoted to contributing to the world around him. As well as being an active school administrator, he was instrumental in establishing the Greater Akron Eye Care Clinic.  He was co-founder of the Phi Delta Theta Alumni Club in Orlando, and he established the South Lake Council for the Arts in Clermont.

He was a graduate of Leadership Lake County, a worship leader in the United Methodist Church, a member of Alliance to Protect Water Resources and South Lake Historical Society.  He was named the first “Gem of the Hills” in 1995 and “2002 Citizen of the Year” by the South Lake Chamber of Commerce.  Congresswoman Ginny Brown-Waite read a commendation of Mr. Stockton into the Congressional Record in 2003.  He was executive director of the Chamber of Commerce for approximately ten years.  He was a member of the Lions Club and served on the Board of Directors of the Florida Association of Chamber Professionals. The Chamber of Commerce has named its annual golf tournament the Howard Stockton Memorial Golf Tournament.  A portion of the proceeds from the golf tournament benefits the Scholarship Fund.

Two $1,000 scholarships may be awarded each year. If you are applying for the Howard Stockton Scholarship, please check off the items to ensure eligibility.
· This scholarship may be used at any accredited vocational-technical school, community college, 4-year college or university.

· The applicant must have attended a South Lake area high school for at least a full year, must be an American citizen and be loyal to the United States of America.

· The applicant must have a minimum GPA of 3.0.

Frank B. Farr, Jr. Scholarship Fund

This scholarship is given in memory of Frank B. Farr, Jr. who was a scholar/athlete at Groveland High School. Two $500 scholarships will be awarded. If you are applying for the Frank B. Farr, Jr. Scholarship, please check off the items to ensure eligibility.
· The applicant must have been a student at South Lake High School at least a full year.

· Using the form provided, the applicant must have one recommendation from a teacher at their current high school.  Recommendations may not be submitted by family members.

· This scholarship is based on financial need, academic performance, character and leadership.  

· The applicant must maintain a 3.0 unweighted GPA, be enrolled as a full-time student, be of good character, and must not have been found guilty or pled nolo contendre to a felony charge.

· The applicant may be able to re-apply for a continuing scholarship for up to three years if he or she continues to be enrolled as a full-time student and maintains a 2.5 unweighted GPA.

Shaw Buck Athletic Scholarship
Coach Shaw Buck coached many sports at Groveland High School beginning in the 1935-36 school year and continued coaching for more than 40 years.  The teams coached by Shaw Buck accumulated an outstanding record of achievements and resulted in Mr. Buck being inducted into the Florida Athletic Hall of Fame.

More important than the accomplishments of these teams coached by Shaw Buck are the indirect miracles worked in the lives of members of his teams over the years.  Many students had their visions and goals in life challenged and reset in a most positive direction by Coach Buck’s firm and moral requirements and by his personal example.  It was considered to be an honor to be a member of a Shaw Buck team.  Participants were instilled with values, which would guide them throughout their lives.  This scholarship is established and funded in honor of Coach Shaw Buck by the Groveland High School Alumni Association.
